Were there words you didn’t know, and if so, were you able to interpret their meaning from the context. Do the descriptions of the settings and characters allow you to “see” the world. Can you describe the following words from the context of the story? Can you use these words in a paragraph about an event or character from the story?

Some words for study from The Prophecy Keepers: 

Abide (pg. 25) “Archimago set his teeth. He was accustomed to Lucifæra’s condescension, but there were times he found it difficult to abide silently.” 

Collected (256) He always looked the same. Cool, collected, handsome even.”

Demeanor: (86) “He was calm now, and she wondered at his change in demeanor.”

Disconcerting (110) “It was a bit disconcerting, trying to talk to him as he looked down upon her  as would a king from his throne.”

Etched (169) “It was permanently etched into her mind.”

Fabled (28) “For all she had been told, Gloriæna and everything associated with her were myth, children’s stories. But now, Redcrosse meant to take her to the fabled fairy court, Tirnanog.”

Mead, languish (42) “…always a good sport when it came to topping off languishing drinks for free, served them cheese and bread and another round of mead.”

Nocked (211) “Æscere was standing before him, her bow nocked with an arrow and pointed directly at his head.”

Presence chamber (38) “Lisandra stepped slowly into the Queen’s presence chamber, where a shimmering group of what must have been representatives of the fairy aristocracy stood beneath a canopy.”

Scabbard (pg. 26) “…next to this stood a plain, heavy scabbard, out of which protruded the curiously decorated  handle of a long sword.”

Scepter (39) “…in one hand she held a golden scepter.”

Thoroughbred (43) “Servants were running toward the stables where he kept his prized thoroughbreds.” 

Traipsing; nought: (278) “It was bad enough that the last five months of her life spent traipsing through the countryside had all been for nought; that she was now no closer to finding the means to Lucifæra’s destruction than before she began.”
